Purpose of group

· Operational issues

· Who is doing this work in Tacoma?

End product

The group should produce a report making recommendations about on-campus space.  The report should include a needs assessment, description of program and options for accomplishing the program.

Who should be involved

Students, faculty, building administrators, Conference Services, S&A, CRC, Housing, bookstore, food service, Admissions, non-traditional students, President’s staff and Rob Knapp’s “EcoDesign” class.  In addition, the group may want to bring in consultants such as the Olympia Chamber of Commerce and sustainable architecture experts.

Process

The group should be prepared to complete an extensive needs assessment, consult with necessary groups, make recommendations and vet the results of the recommendations to the larger campus.

Timeline

This work must be completed by May 2004.
