1. Based on the available reports, it was the unanimous decision of the board that the use of force was intentional, justified and necessary under the circumstances, and in compliance with college policy.

3. The DFRB also requests that DOC and/or warrant information be included in the Incident Reports forwarded to the DFRB for review.

1. Based on the available reports, it was the unanimous decision of the board that the use of force was intentional, justified and necessary under the circumstances, and in compliance with college policy.

2. The DFRB questions the availability of Tasers to officers.  Are these tools available?  Tasers would provide another option to an officer facing a use of force decision in similar incidents, such as when an officer’s duty weapon has been holstered but a danger to the officer still exists.
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
