Thank you all for agreeing to be members of the Risk and Liability DTF this year.  I am extremely grateful that Paul has agreed to chair this DTF.  

I have asked Don Bantz and Russ Fox to come to your first meeting to talk with you about some of the hurdles they have faced when students want to study abroad and/or participate in outdoor or experiential education programs.

As more and more of our students are participating in international programs, this seems to be an opportune time for staff and faculty to review the attached policies and make any needed recommendations about possible revisions of the policies to the Agenda Committee and the faculty.

In talking with the deans, we agreed that we need your guidance and recommendations in support of outdoor education programs at Evergreen in order to encourage experiential outdoor-based learning, while at the same time ensuring the safety of participants and minimizing college liability.  Petra Carver serves as Evergreen’s Risk Manager.  Our representative at the Attorney General’s Office will also be happy to work with you on any questions you may have.

Specifically, we would like you to:

1. Review and recommend field trip policies and procedures;

2. Assess proposed outdoor education academic programs and/or activities and make recommendations to the deans and me to reduce risks and liabilities;

3. Recommend equipment purchases, arrangements and logistics to improve the experiential education experience at Evergreen; and,

4. Recommend alternative sources of revenue and/or partnerships that will increase the resources available to Evergreen experiential outdoor education.

Your first meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, January 15, 2003 from 3:30 to 5:00 p.m. in Library 3215.

Again, thank you for taking on this important work for the college.
