Meeting Minutes/summary

I. Welcomes

The committee welcomed Halli Winstead, Aramark’s sustainability intern, to the group. Halli has an impressive knowledge of the issues surrounding local and organic foods and has made significant contributions to the school’s efforts to both operate a sustainable dining facility and to spread awareness of sustainable practice.

II. Approvals

The minutes from the February 14th meeting were approved.

III. Paper Survey

The committee revised Katie’s proposed paper use survey. It was agreed that the survey will be administered by volunteering EF students who wish to gain English language practice. Katie has this connection. The current form of the survey can be viewed attached to this document. At our next meeting, the committee will be able to view some of the results from this survey.
III. Student Affairs Division Mid-Year Retreat

The committee agreed our presentation at the Student Affairs Mid-year Retreat will focus on transportation issues. Susie will be the keynote presenter and other committee members will supplement her presentation with small group activities and tips. Katie suggested the committee organize small groups by neighborhood to help facilitate carpool networks. These groups will do some fun activities and talk about their own transportation methods. The presentation will also incorporate sustainability tips into the presentation. For a teaser to get the division excited about the retreat, Wendy suggested the sustainability tip sheet Sharon created be sent to the DL. Wendy Endress will confirm with the committee the actual date of the mid-year retreat.

IV. Email Tips

The committee decided a different member will be responsible for sending out a tip of the week each Monday for a month. Kitty will be responsible for March and Wendy E. will be responsible for April. Sharon was responsible for February. The committee also decided to send out new email signature lines every few months to keep people interested and engaged. The committee also recommended all weekly tip emails list all committee members so we can be available to answer questions or receive new tip ideas as they arise.

V. Other Updates

Kitty announced she is still working on the website for our committee. Rather than a Drupal site, it will be a content management system that will look like the rest of Evergreen’s website.

Sharon shared some information from the ACUHO-I conference she attended earlier in the week. She had information on e.media bins from a presentation given by University of Washington called “Dream Green.”

Katie updated the committee on her side projects: She is working on establishing a campus-wide cell phone recycling program that will earn money for sustainability projects around campus. She has contacted Gaylon Finley from Facilities about placing “remember these come from trees” stickers on all paper towel dispensers on campus (http://thesecomefromtrees.blogspot.com/). The vinyl stickers will be permanently affixed to the dispensers and will be donated from the company to our school. She has also secured the donation of 26 clear stream recycling containers for all Phase I common rooms in lower campus. She explained the benefits of the clear stream process and how the Phase I common rooms will be a pilot project to see if it will work on the rest of campus (http://www.clearstreamrecycler.com/).

VI. Next Meeting

The committee agreed our meetings will occur every other week and our next meeting will be held on Thursday, February March 13th at 11:00 in the RAD conference room on the 3rd floor of A building. We will finalize our mid-year retreat plans. We will also look at the information collected from the paper survey.
