Meeting Minutes / summary

I. Approval of Minutes
Minutes were approved as written.


II. Review Committee Participation
Since attendance was low at the last meeting, committee members wanted to address if we should include any additional people at the meeting. Natalie will follow up with Sharon to see if she had success in making contacts with the people she agreed to call last meeting. We would like a representative from each of the four Sustainability Working Groups and thus far are only missing someone from the Clean Energy Working Group; Natalie will contact that committee to see if we can get a representative from them to serve on this committee.

III. Review Redefined Goals
In reviewing our redefined goals the conversation diverged in two places. First, we talked about direct approaches and project ideas about engaging students. This included a discussion about a check-out bike system and a student deeply involved in that; Mark brought up the campus purple bikes that were attempted a few years ago but all went missing. The Flex Car system that Victor Sanders is working on was also discussed.

The conversation then moved towards the need for a greater educational campaign in reaching more students. This led into talk about the need for developing a stronger infrastructure in within the committee to address the goals we have set in a strategic manner.

Wendy brought up the ACPA Sustainability Monograph  Towards a Sustainable Future: The Role of Student Affairs in Creating Healthy Environments, Social Justice, and Strong Economies, and suggested that we all read the document. The committee decided to have it read by the next meeting date, and for the next discussion to be focused on how this paper can help inform our committee as we think about how to meet these goals. 

IV. Review Sustainability Tips
The weekly sustainability tips have had great reviews, and we will continue to do them. Natalie received a request from John Pumilio to send them out to all faculty / staff and to TESC Crier. However, the committee decided that this may not be appropriate at this time, as the content of the newsletter may be more directed to Student Affairs staff, and to make a polished product to send out to a 4,000 people is different than creating a less formal product that is sent out to 130.
