I. Updates on recycling/food waste program

Halli gave an update on the Lamay and Silver Springs meeting that occurred on campus yesterday. The meeting went well and hopefully we can start a pilot program in the CAB for the spring quarter.  Katie and Halli plan to meet on Monday to come up with a plan to move this forward. 

II. Pancake breakfast and sustainability ideas

Sharon suggested that we try for a “zero waste” event and use this event as a pilot project to test out the new Lamay food system.
