According to Ms. Flemming in her evaluation letter, “Mark went above and beyond to fulfill his 
intern contract with Apuesta Pictures. He approached each task with a positive attitude and 
excitement.” While some of Mark’s duties included general office duties such as greeting office 
guests, he excelled in doing them: “He possesses natural people skills and maintained a 
professional demeanor in the office setting.” 
 
He also became increasingly proficient in multi-tasking his creative duties, particularly reading 
and evaluating scripts. Ms. Flemming also wrote that “His verbal script analysis improved 
immensely throughout the course of the internship…He was extremely insightful when he 
discussed the potential marketing for a film.” He was also assessed as being “very thorough in his 
reasoning “ particularly in terms of  “why or why not he believed the film would perform 
financially…He demonstrated an understanding of target demographics, marketing approaches 
and the appeal of film genres.
