Facilities – Paul Smith

Paul reported that the ten-year capital plan is nearly finished; there has been no notification as of yet from the Department of Commerce regarding access to the ESCO grant money; some very small projects are being completed.  The work on the ADA ramp from the bus loop is back underway, and the Driftwood Road overlay project is finished.  Due to budget cuts at Thurston County the timeline for getting permits to work on the Sustainable Ag Lab has become lengthy and difficult.  Lower prices on natural gas created 7% savings in July.  The State Historical Architect has indicated the desire to see the CUP and the Lecture Halls, but did not request to see the building in Tacoma.

Business Services – Collin Orr
Collin reported that the bookstore is ready to move.  The new Fiscal Tech (Valerie Piper) has been hired for the Bookstore.  Steve Schmidt is leaving Business Services to take a FT position in SASS.  The new tuition and fee rates have been posted online and Student Financial Services is ready to start the billing process.
