The student must be able to intern for 10-15 weeks at the Washington, DC, office of the Aspen Institute. We generally expect that Fall and Spring internships will be part-time (10-20 hours per week) and Summer internships will be full-time. All travel and housing costs must be covered by the student.

U.S. Department of Homeland Security: Graduate

Description: The mission of the Department of Homeland Security (DHS) is to prevent terrorist attacks within the United States, reduce America's vulnerability to terrorism, and minimize the damage and recovery efforts from attacks that occur. The program is intended to ensure a diverse and highly talented science and technology human resource base to achieve the DHS mission and objectives. An off-campus research internship at a DHS-designated facility will be required.
Qualifications: Applicants must be U.S. citizens, beginning or first-year graduate students, and attend an accredited institution in the U.S. or its territories. Students must also be pursuing a degree in the physical, biological, social and behavioral sciences including science policy, engineering, mathematics, or computer science. Applicants must have career and employment goals aligned with the mission and objectives of the U.S. Department of Homeland Security. Students must indicate a willingness to accept, after graduation, competitive employment offers from DHS, state and local security offices, DHS-affiliated Federal laboratories, or DHS-related university faculty or research staff positions.
Amount of Award: A $2,300/month stipend for 12 months and money for tuition (amount pending final approval). During the internship, students are paid one round-trip travel allowance.
