· Blue Vinyl (2002) A humorous and horrifying film, “Blue Vinyl” puts a human face on the danger posed by PVC from factory to incinerator. The film won the Cinematography Award at the 2002 Sundance Film Festival.
· The Next Industrial Revolution (2001) With a positive outlook on the future, “The Next Industrial Revolution” brings to life architect William McDonough and chemist Michael Braungart’s idea of eco-efficiency. The two men work with companies such as Nike and Ford to redesign buildings, processes, and products in accordance with the rules of nature.
