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As the leaves fall to the ground 

and the wind becomes bitter cold, it may 

be difficult to remember the way the sun 

warms your shoulders. But the knowledge 

that the sun will come again is always with 

us. The warmth that we feel is not only 

good for the soul, it is energy that can be 

captured and used as a sustainable power 

source. 

 RAD Services is working with 

Global Green Energy Corporation, with 

funding from The Clean Energy Committee, 

on a project through which this energy will 

be harnessed and used to further the ob-

jective of reducing the Carbon footprint of 

the Evergreen Campus. 

The Comparative Solar Hot Water 

System Project will compare the efficiency of two different types of solar power capturing systems, 

Apricus Evacuated Tubes and Caleffi Flat Panels, and their ability to provide hot water and heating to 

Modular Housing Unit (MOD) 303. 

These capturing systems will heat a glycerin based heat transfer fluid (HTF). The heat will 

then be transferred from the HTF to water stored in a hot water tank as the HTF circulates though 

copper tubes in the tank. This heated water will then be circulated through tubing in the floor in order 

to provide radiant in-floor heat for the MOD as well as being available for the hot water needs of the 

residents. 

And no worries; on those gloomy days when the sun doesnõt shine, there will be back up 

systems in place to keep your fellow students warm. 

It has been estimated that the average person in the U.S. uses about 20 gallons of hot wa-

ter per day! So this six person residence will be using about 120 gallons of hot water per day, not 

including the water used to heat the building. It takes about 14.8 kilowatts/hour to heat all this water 

from 55° F to 105° F. This project will significantly reduce this energy demand, eliminating it com-

pletely during the warm months and bringing Evergreen closer to our Greener Goals!

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Limiting water use is a 

huge part of considering the 

future through sustainability. 

Currently, only 1% of the 

earthõs water is available for 

drinking, and this is the same 

water that is flushed down 

your toilets or flows down the 

drain during your shower. 

After this water is used, it 

requires an extreme amount 

of treatment to remove solid 

and biological material before 

it can be used for anything 

else. 

While innovative pro-

gress has been made toward 

purifying wastewater to a 

point where it is safe for con-

sumption, there is still a long 

way to go before this be-

comes a common practice. 

Considering that one fifth of 

the worldõs population does 

not have safe drinking water, 

the necessity of water conser-

vation is becoming dramati-

cally clear. 

During regular remodel-

ing of housing units on The 

Evergreen Campus, RAD Fa-

cilities has been replacing 

older, less efficient water 

fixtures with low flow alterna-

tives and dual flush toilets.  In 

an attempt to raise aware-

ness of water use, RAD has 

installed water meters out-

side each housing building in 

the Soup, which track the 

total water usage of each 

building. 

Using this information, 

RAD Service is making plans 

for an ongoing program that 

will pit the houses in the Soup 

against each other in an Ulti-

mate Water Conservation 

Competition. Using the 

monthly water use of each 

building, an average individ-

ual water usage value will be 

calculated 

and the 

building 

with the 

lowest 

average 

water use 

per person 

will re-

ceive a 

trophy. 

The trophy 

will travel 

through the Soup, living in the 

winning house until they are 

defeated by the water con-

serving master of another 

house. 

While the details for this 

competition are still under 

discussion, we hope to begin 

the competition with the start 

of Winter Quarter.
