Study Abroad Through Consortium Programs

What are consortium programs?

A consortium is a partnership between The Evergreen State College and another institution.  At present, Evergreen has seven formal consortium agreements and several others under a provisionary status.  This is an opportunity that benefits TESC students in the following ways:

· With this arrangement, Evergreen accepts transfer credit from consortium institution provided that the student earns grades of C or higher (a C- will not transfer).

· Evergreen Financial Aid transfers to the consortium institution.

· Evergreen students accepted by the consortium institution register for the consortium program at Evergreen and maintain their student status, while also being enrolled in the consortium.

· Participating students pay tuition and fees associated only with the consortium program.
