“I gathered a group of Native students from the
college, and I told them, “If you come along this time,
you're going to have to make a commitment to keep on
coming. We went out to Maple Lane for the first time,
and the kids that were there at the meeting were Chicano
and Native American. I told them, “I don’t have a clue
of what you guys want that I could possibly provide?”
One of the boys said, “Why should we tell you what we
want? People are always asking us what we want, and
they never show up again.” So, I made the commitment
that I would be back, and we would be back, if they
would tell us what they wanted.”
